| WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) in
Federal Register Notice 73 FR 58330 set forth the requirement that each grantee under
the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) must submit an amendment to its
Annual Action Plan describing its intended use of NSP funds by December 1, 2008;
and

WHEREAS, Title 24, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 91, requires grantees of

funding under the Community Development Biock Grant (CDBG) Program to submit
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any changes to the Five Year Strategic Consolidated Plan and the accompanying
Annual Action Plans; and »

WHEREAS, the Board desires to amend the Fiscal Year 2005-2010 Five Year
Strategic Consolidated Plan and the accompanying Annual Action Plan for Fiscal Year
2008-2009 as a result of the aforementioned requirements under the NSP, with
proposed projects, prioritization of need, more specifically described in Attachment “1,”
attached hereto; and

activities are more specifically described in Attachment “1," attached hereto; and

Response:

Using the HUD Foreclosure and Abandonment Risk score, Broward County prioritized
funding to those municipalities and unincorporated areas with the greatest percentage of
home foreclosures and subprime loans, and those areas most likely to experience a
significant rise in the rate of home foreclosures. Broward County also chose to tie this
prioritization method to those communities with the highest concentration of moderate to
low income households. The resulting spreadsheet, Exhibit 2, allocates funds to each
area of the County based upon these two prioritization factors.

C. DEFINITIONS AND DESCRIPTIONS




ATTACHMENT 1 TO EXHIBIT 1

(1) Definition of “blighted structure” in context of state or local law.

Response:

Under 9-J5 of the State Statutes, a “blighted structure” is one where maintenance has
been deferred and structure deterioration is evident. Section 18.86 (b) (2) of Broward
County’s Administrative Codes defines it further and states: That a “Blighted area”
exists, which is an area in which there is a substantial number (20% or more), of slum or
deteriorating structures and conditions which endanger life or property.

(2) Definition of “affordable rents.” Note: Grantees may use the definition they have
adopted for their CDBG program but should review their existing definition to ensure
compliance with NSP program —specific requirements such as continued affordability.

Response:

Affordable rental cost is defined as a rental rate at or below thirty percent (30%) of a
family’s gross income. All rental activities carried out by Broward County using NSP
funds will remain affordable to income-eligible families for a period no less than thirty
(30) years, which exceeds the minimum standards set by 24CFR92.252(¢). In addition,
affordable rents will be adjusted annually in compliance with 24CFR92.252(a).

(3) Describe how the grantee will ensure continued affordability for NSP assisted
housing.

Response:

Broward County will require all recipients of NSP funding to execute a mortgage,
promissory note, and a declaration of restrictive covenants. These documents will be
recorded in the Public Records and are enforceable mechanisms to insure continued
affordability.

(4) Describe housing rehabilitation standards that will apply to NSP assisted activities.

Response:

Broward County will utilize its existing housing rehabilitation standards for NSP funded
projects. A copy of these standards is attached here as Attachment 3 to Exhibit 1.

SINGLE FAMILY REHABILITATION POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
(HOME/NSP)

L. REHABILITATION STANDARDS

All rehabilitated units must meet the minimum standards of the existing County Codes,
the Property Rehabilitation Standards of the City, the HUD Section 8 Existing Minimum
Housing Quality Standard, and the Cost Effective Energy Conservation Standard. The
applicable standards include the following Section 8 Housing Quality Standards (24
CFR 882.109):

Sanitary Facilities:

1. Performance Requirement — The dwelling unit shall include its own sanitary
facilities, which are in proper operating condition, can be used in privacy, and are
adequate for personal cleanliness and the disposal of human waste.

2. Acceptability Criteria — A flush toilet in a separate, private room, a fixed basin
with hot and cold running water, and a shower or tub with hot and cold running
water shall be present in the dwelling unit, all in proper operating condition.
These facilities shall utilize an approved public or private disposal system.

Food Preparation and Refuse Disposal

1. Performance Requirement — The dwelling unit shall contain suitable space and
equipment to store, prepare, and serve foods in a sanitary manner. There shall
be adequate facilities and services for the sanitary disposal of food wastes and
refuse, including facilities for temporary storage where necessary (e.g., garbage
cans).

2. Acceptability Criteria — The unit shall contain the following equipment in proper
operating condition: cooking stove or range and a refrigerator of appropriate size
for the unit, and a kitchen sink with hot and cold running water. The sink shall
drain into an approval public or private system. Adequate space for the storage,
preparation and serving of food shall be provided.

Space and Security

1. Performance Requirement — The dwelling unit shall afford the family adequate
space and security.
