BACKGROUND ON CDBG-R

Broward County has been awarded a stimulus formula grant of $1,033,000.00 in
additional CDBG funding. This amendment to the County’s five year consolidated
plan and annual action plan will facilitate a substantial change so that the County can
accept $1,033,000.00 in CDBG-R funds from HUD under Title XII of the American
Recovery and Re-Investment Act of 2009 (as authorized by Public Law 111-005,
approved February 17, 2009). These CDBG-R funds have been distributed to
grantees that received standard CDBG funding in FY 2008/2009 in accordance with
the provisions of 42 U.S.C. 5306. The County will comply with HUD requirements
that grantees use CDBG-R funds for hard development costs associated with
infrastructure activities that provide basic services and to residents or activities that
promote energy efficiency and conservation through rehabilitation or retrofitting of
existing buildings. The County understands that the full range of CDBG activities is
available to grantees, and will incorporate the intent of the Recovery Act by
identifying and selecting projects for CDBG-R funding, that emphasize job
generation and stimulation of the local economy.

In complying with HUD’s intended use of Recovery Act funds, it is proposed that
Broward County utilize its CDBG-R funds to address capital improvement and
infrastructure projects in CDBG eligible slum and blighted areas and low/moderate
income census tracts located in Broward’s participating Urban County cities with
populations under 50,000. These will be projects that can get started quickly and
stimulate jobs as required. It is also recommended that CDBG-R funds be used to re-
construct or rehabilitate detached, single family residential structures occupied by
low/moderate income households whose family incomes do not exceed eighty percent
(80%) of Area Median Income. This activity will be consistent with Recovery Act
requirements in that jobs will be created, and homes will be modernized and re-built
in a more energy efficient manner.



COUNTY INFORMATION

Broward County's Housing Finance and Community Development Division is the lead agency
responsible for administering programs covered by the consolidated plan. The County has been
a CDBG Entitlement Program since 1975 and has 34 years of experience in the planning,
management and implementation of Community Development Block Grant funded activities.
The County, therefore, has a wealth of experience in working with activities classified under
citation 24 CFR 570.201(c), Public Facilities and Improvements. The County also implements a
housing rehabilitation and housing re-construction program under 24 CFR 570.202(b). This
shows that Broward will be fully capable in utilizing CDBG-R funds as they are intended.

GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION OF FEDERAL FUNDS

The geographic areas served under the County’s CDBG program are the Urban County
Participating cities of Cooper City, North Lauderdale, Lauderdale Lakes, Lauderdale by-the-Sea,
Oakland Park, Wilton Manors, Parkland, Lighthouse Point, Dania Beach, Hallandale Beach,
Southwest Ranches, Pembroke Park and West Park. The unincorporated areas of central
Broward County are also served. They include neighborhoods such as Boulevard Gardens,
Washington Park, Franklin Park, and Roosevelt Gardens. These areas are comprised of
low/moderate income families and racial minorities.

The HOME Program operates under a consortium which includes eleven entitlement
jurisdictions; Coconut Creek, Coral Springs, Deerfield Beach, Margate, Tamarac, Sunrise,
Plantation, Lauderhill, Davie, Pembroke Pines and Miramar.
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ENSURING RESPONSIBLE SPENDING OF RECOVERY ACT FUNDS

Funding available under the Recovery Act has clear purposes — to stimulate the economy through
measures that modernize the Nation’s infrastructure, improve energy efficiency, and expand
educational opportunities and access to health care. HUD strongly urges grantees to use CDBG-
R funds for hard development costs associated with infrastructure activities that provide basic
services to residents or activities that promote energy efficiency and conservation through
rehabilitation or retrofitting of existing buildings. While the full range of CDBG activities is
available to grantees, the Department strongly suggests that grantees incorporate consideration of
the public perception of the intent of the Recovery Act in identifying and selecting projects for
CDBG-R funding.

DESCRIPTION OF ACTIVITIES

Broward County has received $1,033,000 under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act
of 2009. With this funding the County will be modernizing infrastructure and creating new jobs
by investing in a variety of housing rehabilitation/re-construction and capital improvement
projects. The housing related activities will both create jobs and enhance energy efficiencies. The
capital improvement activities will seek to engender energy and environmental efficiencies,
enhanced and improved municipal infrastructure improvements as well as the creation of jobs.
