Attached please find the final report of the Broward Office of the Inspector General (OIG) 
regarding the above-captioned matter.  The OIG investigation determined that City Commissioner 
Regina Martin committed misconduct when she and her campaign treasurer handled and reported 
her election campaign’s finances before and after the November 3, 2020, election. 
 
Commissioner Martin and her treasurer engaged in misconduct including:  (1) accepting a cash 
contribution in excess of $5,000.00, a felony of the third degree, and accepting numerous cash 
contributions in excess of $50.00, each a misdemeanor of the first degree; (2) making cash 
withdrawals, expenditures, and dispositions of surplus campaign funds; (3) accepting contributions 
that were not made through the campaign treasurer and campaign depository; (4) accepting two or 
more contributions made through or in the name of another, a felony of the third degree; (5) 
accepting a contribution received less than five days before the election, a misdemeanor of the first 
degree; (6) omitting contributor names and contribution amounts on bank deposit slips; and (7) 
willfully certifying as true 13 reports known to be incorrect, incomplete, or both, each a 
misdemeanor of the first degree. 
 
This last category of violations included deliberately failing to report cash contributions and falsely 
reporting cash contributions; overreporting contribution amounts; underreporting a cash 
withdrawal; failing to list a corporate contributor’s name or principal type of business; failing to 
report the post-election return of a campaign sign bond; failing to report expenditures; and failing 
to identify the full name, address, or purpose of cash expenditures. 
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In accordance with our charter mandate, we are referring or have referred this matter to the 
Broward State Attorney and the Florida Elections Commission for whatever action those agencies 
deem appropriate.

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FINAL REPORT RE:  NORTH LAUDERDALE CITY COMMISSIONER 

AND HER CAMPAIGN TREASURER ENGAGED IN CAMPAIGN FINANCE MISCONDUCT  
BEFORE AND AFTER THE NOVEMBER 2020 ELECTION 

 
SUMMARY 
 
In April 2021, the Broward Office of the Inspector General (OIG) received an allegation that City of 
North Lauderdale Commissioner Regina Martin held an election night watch party in November 2020 
but failed to report actual or in-kind venue expenditures related to the party when she filed campaign 
treasurer’s reports (CTRs) in 2021.  The original tip further questioned whether she had paid cash for 
the party. 
 
The OIG commenced an investigation that substantiated the allegation that Commissioner Martin and 
her treasurer used cash for campaign expenditures.  During the investigation of the allegations, the 
OIG uncovered that, before the election, the campaign routinely deposited cash, and before and after 
the election it withdrew cash from the campaign’s bank account (campaign depository) without 
Commissioner Martin and her treasurer reporting the transactions in compliance with Florida’s 
campaign finance laws. 
 
The OIG found that the individual whom Commissioner Martin had designated as her sole treasurer 
and reported as her campaign manager committed numerous acts of misconduct with her as they 
handled and reported the campaign’s finances before and after the November 3, 2020, election, when 
Commissioner Martin was elected to office.  These included the third-degree felonies of (1) knowingly 
and willfully accepting and failing to report a cash contribution of over $5,000.00 when the candidate 
loaned $20,000.00 in cash to her campaign and (2) helping to make and accepting multiple 
contributions made through or in the name of another. 
 
Commissioner Martin and her treasurer engaged in misconduct including:  (1) accepting a cash 
contribution in excess of $5,000.00, a felony of the third degree, and accepting numerous cash 
contributions in excess of $50.00, each a misdemeanor of the first degree; (2) making cash 
withdrawals, expenditures, and dispositions of surplus campaign funds; (3) accepting contributions 
that were not made through the campaign treasurer and campaign depository; (4) accepting two or 
more contributions made through or in the name of another, a felony of the third degree; (5) accepting 
a contribution received less than five days before the election, a misdemeanor of the first degree; (6) 
omitting contributor names and contribution amounts on bank deposit slips; and (7) willfully certifying 
as true 13 reports known to be incorrect, incomplete, or both, each a misdemeanor of the first degree.   
 
This last category of violations included deliberately failing to report cash contributions and falsely 
reporting cash contributions; overreporting contribution amounts; underreporting a cash withdrawal; 
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failing to list a corporate contributor’s name or principal type of business; failing to report the post-
election return of a campaign sign bond; failing to report expenditures; and failing to identify the full 
name, address, or purpose of cash expenditures. 
 
In accordance with our charter mandate, considering the misconduct detailed below, we are referring or 
have referred this matter to the Broward State Attorney and the Florida Elections Commission for whatever 
action those agencies deem appropriate. 
 
OIG CHARTER AUTHORITY 
 
Section 10.01 of the Charter of Broward County empowers the Broward Office of the Inspector 
General to investigate misconduct and gross mismanagement within the Charter Government of 
Broward County and all of its municipalities. This authority extends to all elected and appointed 
officials, employees and all providers of goods and services to the County and the municipalities.  On 
his own initiative, or based on a signed complaint, the Inspector General shall commence an 
investigation upon a finding of good cause.   As part of any investigation, the Inspector General shall 
have the power to subpoena witnesses, administer oaths, require the production of documents and 
records, and audit any program, contract, and the operations of any division of the County, its 
municipalities, and any providers. 
 
The Broward Office of the Inspector General is also empowered to issue reports, including 
recommendations, and to require officials to provide reports regarding the implementation of those 
recommendations. 
 
INDIVIDUALS COVERED IN THIS REPORT  
 
Regina Martin, North Lauderdale Commissioner 
 
Voters elected Regina Martin to the position of city commissioner for the City of North Lauderdale in 
the November 3, 2020, general election.  Commissioner Martin declined the OIG’s offer to interview 
during this investigation. 
 
Guylaine Similien, Campaign Treasurer, 2020 Regina Martin Campaign 
 
On May 29, 2020, Ms. Martin appointed Guylaine Similien to be her campaign treasurer.  That same 
day, Ms. Similien opened the campaign depository at SunTrust Bank and was the sole signer on the 
corresponding signature card.  On June 8, 2020, Ms. Martin also signed a city campaign sign bond 
form listing Ms. Similien as her campaign manager.  Ms. Similien declined the OIG’s offer to 
interview during this investigation.

RELEVANT GOVERNING AUTHORITIES 
 
Florida Statutes 
 

Section 106.011   Definitions.— 
 
As used in this chapter, the following terms have the following meanings, unless the context 
clearly indicates otherwise:  . . . 
 
(5) “Contribution” means: 
(a) A gift, subscription, conveyance, deposit, loan, payment, or distribution of money or 
anything of value, including contributions in kind having an attributable monetary value in any 
form, made for the purpose of influencing the results of an election or making an electioneering 
communication.  . . . 
 
(10)(a) “Expenditure” means a purchase, payment, distribution, loan, advance, transfer of funds 
by a campaign treasurer or deputy campaign treasurer between a primary depository and a 
separate interest-bearing account or certificate of deposit, or gift of money or anything of value 
made for the purpose of influencing the results of an election or making an electioneering 
communication.  . . . 
 
(14) “Person” means an individual or a corporation, association, firm, partnership, joint venture, 
joint stock company, club, organization, estate, trust, business trust, syndicate, or other 
combination of individuals having collective capacity.  . . . 
 
Section 106.021   Campaign treasurers; deputies; primary and secondary depositories.— 
 
(1)(a) Each candidate for nomination or election to office and each political committee shall 
appoint a campaign treasurer.  . . .  A candidate for an office voted upon statewide may appoint 
not more than 15 deputy campaign treasurers, and any other candidate or political committee may 
appoint not more than 3 deputy campaign treasurers. The names and addresses of the campaign 
treasurer and deputy campaign treasurers so appointed shall be filed with the officer before whom 
such candidate is required to qualify . . .  . 
 
 (b) Except as provided in paragraph (d), each candidate and each political committee shall also 
designate one primary campaign depository for the purpose of depositing all contributions 
received, and disbursing all expenditures made, by the candidate or political committee. The 
candidate or political committee may also designate one secondary depository in each county in 
which an election is held in which the candidate or committee participates. Secondary 
depositories shall be for the sole purpose of depositing contributions and forwarding the deposits 
to the primary campaign depository.  . . .  
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(c) Any campaign treasurer or deputy treasurer appointed pursuant to this section shall, before 
such appointment may become effective, have accepted appointment to such position in writing 
and filed such acceptance with the officer before whom the candidate is required to qualify . . .  . 
A candidate may appoint herself or himself as campaign treasurer.  . . . 

 
(3) No contribution or expenditure, including contributions or expenditures of a candidate or of 
the candidate’s family, shall be directly or indirectly made or received in furtherance of the 
candidacy of any person for nomination or election to political office in the state or on behalf of 
any political committee except through the duly appointed campaign treasurer of the candidate or 
political committee, subject to the following exceptions: 
 
(a) Independent expenditures; 
 
(b) Reimbursements to a candidate or any other individual for expenses incurred in connection 
with the campaign or activities of the political committee by a check drawn upon the campaign 
account and reported pursuant to s. 106.07(4). The full name of each person to whom the 
candidate or other individual made payment for which reimbursement was made by check drawn 
upon the campaign account shall be reported pursuant to s. 106.07(4), together with the purpose 
of such payment; 
 
(c) Expenditures made indirectly through a treasurer for goods or services, such as 
communications media placement or procurement services, campaign signs, insurance, or other 
expenditures that include multiple integral components as part of the expenditure and reported 
pursuant to s. 106.07(4)(a)13.; or 
 
(d) Expenditures made directly by any affiliated party committee or political party regulated by 
chapter 103 for obtaining time, space, or services in or by any communications medium for the 
purpose of jointly endorsing three or more candidates, and any such expenditure may not be 
considered a contribution or expenditure to or on behalf of any such candidates for the purposes 
of this chapter. 
 
(4) A deputy campaign treasurer may exercise any of the powers and duties of a campaign 
treasurer as set forth in this chapter when specifically authorized to do so by the campaign 
treasurer and the candidate, in the case of a candidate, or the campaign treasurer and chair of the 
political committee, in the case of a political committee.  . . . 
 
Section 106.05   Deposit of contributions; statement of campaign treasurer.— 
 
All funds received by the campaign treasurer of any candidate or political committee shall, prior 
to the end of the 5th business day following the receipt thereof, Saturdays, Sundays, and legal 
holidays excluded, be deposited in a campaign depository . . .  [A]ll deposits shall be 
accompanied by a bank deposit slip containing the name of each contributor and the amount 
contributed by each.  . . . 
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Section 106.06   Treasurer to keep records; inspections.— 
 
(1) The campaign treasurer . . . shall keep detailed accounts, current within not more than 2 days 
after the date of receiving a contribution or making an expenditure, of all contributions received 
and all expenditures made by or on behalf of the candidate or political committee that are required 
to be set forth in a statement filed under this chapter.  . . . 
 
(2) Accounts, including separate interest-bearing accounts and certificates of deposit, kept by 
the campaign treasurer of a candidate or political committee may be inspected under reasonable 
circumstances before, during, or after the election to which the accounts refer by any authorized 
representative of the Division of Elections or the Florida Elections Commission.  . . . 
 
(3) Accounts kept by a campaign treasurer of a candidate shall be preserved by the campaign 
treasurer for a number of years equal to the term of office of the office to which the candidate 
seeks election.  . . . 
 
Section 106.07   Reports; certification and filing.— 
 
(1) Each campaign treasurer designated by a candidate or political committee pursuant to 
s. 106.021 shall file regular reports of all contributions received, and all expenditures made, by or 
on behalf of such candidate or political committee.  . . .   
 
(4)(a) Except for daily reports [required of statewide candidates and political committees] . . . 
and except as provided in paragraph (b) [uniform contributions to political committees], each 
report required by this section must contain: 
 
1. The full name, address, and occupation, if any, of each person who has made one or more 
contributions to or for such committee or candidate within the reporting period, together with the 
amount and date of such contributions. For corporations, the report must provide as clear a 
description as practicable of the principal type of business conducted by the corporation. 
However, if the contribution is $100 or less or is from a relative, as defined in s. 112.312, 
provided that the relationship is reported, the occupation of the contributor or the principal type of 
business need not be listed.  . . . 
 
3. Each loan for campaign purposes to or from any person or political committee within the 
reporting period, together with the full names, addresses, and occupations, and principal places of 
business, if any, of the lender and endorsers, if any, and the date and amount of such loans. 
 
4. A statement of each contribution, rebate, refund, or other receipt not otherwise listed under 
subparagraphs 1. through 3. 
 
5. The total sums of all loans, in-kind contributions, and other receipts by or for such committee 
or candidate during the reporting period.  . . . 
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6. The full name and address of each person to whom expenditures have been made by or on 
behalf of the committee or candidate within the reporting period; the amount, date, and purpose of 
each such expenditure; and the name and address of, and office sought by, each candidate on 
whose behalf such expenditure was made. However, expenditures made from the petty cash fund 
provided by s. 106.12 need not be reported individually. 
 
7. The full name and address of each person to whom an expenditure for personal services, 
salary, or reimbursement for authorized expenses as provided in s. 106.021(3) has been made and 
which is not otherwise reported, including the amount, date, and purpose of such expenditure. 
However, expenditures made from the petty cash fund provided for in s. 106.12 need not be 
reported individually. Receipts for reimbursement for authorized expenditures shall be retained by 
the treasurer along with the records for the campaign account. 
 
8. The total amount withdrawn and the total amount spent for petty cash purposes pursuant to 
this chapter during the reporting period. 
 
9. The total sum of expenditures made by such committee or candidate during the reporting 
period.  . . . 
 
13. The primary purposes of an expenditure made indirectly through a campaign treasurer 
pursuant to s. 106.021(3) for goods and services such as communications media placement or 
procurement services, campaign signs, insurance, and other expenditures that include multiple 
components as part of the expenditure. The primary purpose of an expenditure shall be that 
purpose, including integral and directly related components, that comprises 80 percent of such 
expenditure.  . . . 
 
(5) The candidate and his or her campaign treasurer, in the case of a candidate . . . shall certify 
as to the correctness of each report; and each person so certifying shall bear the responsibility for 
the accuracy and veracity of each report. Any campaign treasurer, candidate, or political 
committee chair who willfully certifies the correctness of any report while knowing that such 
report is incorrect, false, or incomplete commits a misdemeanor of the first degree, punishable as 
provided in s. 775.082 or s. 775.083.  . . . 
 
Section 106.08   Contributions; limitations on.—  . . . 
 
(3)(a) Any contribution received by a candidate with opposition in an election or by the 
campaign treasurer or a deputy campaign treasurer of such a candidate on the day of that election 
or less than 5 days before the day of that election must be returned by him or her to the person or 
committee contributing it and may not be used or expended by or on behalf of the candidate.  . . . 
 
(5)(a) A person may not make any contribution through or in the name of another, directly or 
indirectly, in any election.  . . . 
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(7)(a) Any person who knowingly and willfully makes or accepts no more than one contribution 
in violation of subsection (1) or subsection (5), or any person who knowingly and willfully fails 
or refuses to return any contribution as required in subsection (3), commits a misdemeanor of the 
first degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082 or s. 775.083.  . . .  
 
(b)    Any person who knowingly and willfully makes or accepts two or more contributions in 
violation of subsection (1) or subsection (5) commits a felony of the third degree, punishable as 
provided in s. 775.082, s. 775.083, or s. 775.084.  . . . 

 
Section 106.09   Cash contributions and contribution by cashier’s checks.— 
 
(1)(a) A person may not make an aggregate cash contribution or contribution by means of a 
cashier’s check to the same candidate or committee in excess of $50 per election. 
 
(b) A person may not accept an aggregate cash contribution or contribution by means of a 
cashier’s check from the same contributor in excess of $50 per election. 
 
(2)(a) Any person who makes or accepts a contribution in violation of subsection (1) commits a 
misdemeanor of the first degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082 or s. 775.083. 
 
(b) Any person who knowingly and willfully makes or accepts a contribution in excess of 
$5,000 in violation of subsection (1) commits a felony of the third degree, punishable as provided 
in s. 775.082, s. 775.083, or s. 775.084. 
 
Section 106.11   Expenses of and expenditures by candidates and political committees.— 
 
Each candidate and each political committee which designates a primary campaign depository 
pursuant to s. 106.021(1) shall make expenditures from funds on deposit in such primary 
campaign depository only in the following manner, with the exception of expenditures made from 
petty cash funds provided by s. 106.12: 
 
(1)(a) The campaign treasurer or deputy campaign treasurer of a candidate or political 
committee shall make expenditures from funds on deposit in the primary campaign depository 
only by means of a bank check drawn upon the campaign account of the candidate or political 
committee. The campaign account shall be separate from any personal or other account and shall 
be used only for the purpose of depositing contributions and making expenditures for the 
candidate or political committee. 
 
(b) The checks for such account shall contain, as a minimum, the following information: 
1. The name of the campaign account of the candidate or political committee. 
2. The account number and the name of the bank. 
3. The exact amount of the expenditure. 
4. The signature of the campaign treasurer or deputy treasurer. 
5. The exact purpose for which the expenditure is authorized. 
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6. The name of the payee. 
 
(2) (a) For purposes of this section, debit cards are considered bank checks, if: 

1. Debit cards are obtained from the same bank that has been designated as the candidate’s 
or political committee’s primary campaign depository. 
2. Debit cards are issued in the name of the treasurer, deputy treasurer, or authorized user 
and contain the name of the campaign account of the candidate or political committee. 
3. No more than three debit cards are requested and issued. 
4. The person using the debit card does not receive cash as part of, or independent of, any 
transaction for goods or services. 
5. All receipts for debit card transactions contain: 
a. The last four digits of the debit card number. 
b. The exact amount of the expenditure. 
c. The name of the payee. 
d. The signature of the campaign treasurer, deputy treasurer, or authorized user. 
e. The exact purpose for which the expenditure is authorized. 
 

Any information required by this subparagraph but not included on the debit card transaction 
receipt may be handwritten on, or attached to, the receipt by the authorized user before 
submission to the treasurer. 
 
(b) Debit cards are not subject to the requirements of paragraph (1)(b). 
 
(3) The campaign treasurer, deputy treasurer, or authorized user who signs the check shall be 
responsible for the completeness and accuracy of the information on such check and for insuring 
that such expenditure is an authorized expenditure.  . . . 
 
(5) A candidate who withdraws his or her candidacy, becomes an unopposed candidate, or is 
eliminated as a candidate or elected to office may expend funds from the campaign account to: 
 
(a) Purchase “thank you” advertising for up to 75 days after he or she withdraws, becomes 
unopposed, or is eliminated or elected. 
 
(b) Pay for items which were obligated before he or she withdrew, became unopposed, or was 
eliminated or elected. 
 
(c) Pay for expenditures necessary to close down the campaign office and to prepare final 
campaign reports. 
 
(d) Dispose of surplus funds as provided in s. 106.141.  . . .

Section 106.12   Petty cash funds allowed.— 
 
(1) Each campaign treasurer designated pursuant to s. 106.021(1) for a candidate or political 
committee is authorized to withdraw from the primary campaign account, until the close of the 
last day for qualifying for office, the amount of $500 per calendar quarter reporting period for the 
purpose of providing a petty cash fund for the candidate or political committee. 
 
(2) . . .  [F]ollowing the close of the last day for qualifying and until the election at which such 
candidate is eliminated or elected to office, or the time at which the candidate becomes 
unopposed, the campaign treasurer of each candidate is authorized to withdraw the following 
amount each week from the primary depository campaign account for the purpose of providing a 
petty cash fund for the candidate: 
 
(a) For all candidates for nomination or election on a statewide basis, $500 per week. 
 
(b) For all other candidates and all political committees, $100 per week. 
 
(3) The petty cash fund so provided may be spent only in amounts less than $100 and only for 
office supplies, transportation expenses, and other necessities. Petty cash may not be used for the 
purchase of time, space, or services from communications media as defined in s. 106.011. 
 
Section 106.141   Disposition of surplus funds by candidates.— 
 
(1) Except as provided in subsection (6), each candidate who . . . is eliminated as a candidate or 
elected to office shall, within 90 days, dispose of the funds on deposit in his or her campaign 
account and file a report reflecting the disposition of all remaining funds. . . .  [I]f a candidate 
receives a refund check after all surplus funds have been disposed of, the check may be endorsed 
by the candidate and the refund disposed of under this section. An amended report must be filed 
showing the refund and subsequent disposition. 
 
(2) Any candidate required to dispose of funds pursuant to this section may, before such 
disposition, be reimbursed by the campaign, in full or in part, for any reported contributions by 
the candidate to the campaign.  . . . 
 
(4)(a) Except as provided in paragraph (b), any candidate required to dispose of funds pursuant 
to this section shall, at the option of the candidate, dispose of such funds by any of the following 
means, or any combination thereof: 
1. Return pro rata to each contributor the funds that have not been spent or obligated. 
2. Donate the funds that have not been spent or obligated to a charitable organization or 
organizations that meet the qualifications of s. 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 
3. Give not more than $25,000 of the funds that have not been spent or obligated to the affiliated 
party committee or political party of which such candidate is a member. 
4. Give the funds that have not been spent or obligated:  . . . 
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b. In the case of a candidate for an office of a political subdivision, to such political 
subdivision, to be deposited in the general fund thereof.  . . . 

 
(8)(a) Any candidate required to dispose of campaign funds pursuant to this section shall do so 
within the time required by this section and, on or before the date by which such disposition is to 
have been made, shall file with the officer with whom reports are required to be filed pursuant to 
s. 106.07 a form prescribed by the Division of Elections listing: 
1. The name and address of each person . . . to whom any of the funds were distributed and the 
amounts thereof; 
2. The name and address of each person to whom an expenditure was made, together with the 
amount thereof and purpose therefor; 
3. The amount of such funds transferred to an office account by the candidate, together with the 
name and address of the bank, savings and loan association, or credit union in which the office 
account is located; and 
4. The amount of such funds retained pursuant to subsection (6), together with the name and 
address of the bank, savings and loan association, or credit union in which the retained funds are 
located. 
 
Such report shall be signed by the candidate and the campaign treasurer and certified as true and 
correct pursuant to s. 106.07.  . . . 
 
(11) Any candidate who is required by the provisions of this section to dispose of funds in his or 
her campaign account and who fails to dispose of the funds in the manner provided in this section 
commits a misdemeanor of the first degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082 or s. 775.083. 
 
Section 106.19   Violations by candidates, persons connected with campaigns, and political 
committees.— 
 
(1) Any candidate; campaign manager, campaign treasurer, or deputy treasurer of any 
candidate; committee chair, vice chair, campaign treasurer, deputy treasurer, or other officer of 
any political committee; agent or person acting on behalf of any candidate or political committee; 
or other person who knowingly and willfully: 
 
(a) Accepts a contribution in excess of the limits prescribed by s. 106.08; 
 
(b) Fails to report any contribution required to be reported by this chapter; 
 
(c) Falsely reports or deliberately fails to include any information required by this chapter; or 
 
(d) Makes or authorizes any expenditure in violation of s. 106.11(4) or any other expenditure 
prohibited by this chapter; 
 
is guilty of a misdemeanor of the first degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082 or s. 775.083. 
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(2) Any candidate, campaign treasurer, or deputy treasurer; any chair, vice chair, or other officer 
of any political committee; any agent or person acting on behalf of any candidate or political 
committee; or any other person who violates paragraph (1)(a), paragraph (1)(b), or paragraph 
(1)(d) shall be subject to a civil penalty equal to three times the amount involved in the illegal act. 
Such penalty may be in addition to the penalties provided by subsection (1) and shall be paid into 
the General Revenue Fund of this state.  . . . 

 
Section 777.011  Principal in first degree.— 

 
Whoever commits any criminal offense against the state, whether felony or misdemeanor, or aids, 
abets, counsels, hires, or otherwise procures such offense to be committed, and such offense is 
committed or is attempted to be committed, is a principal in the first degree and may be charged, 
convicted, and punished as such, whether he or she is or is not actually or constructively present 
at the commission of such offense. 

 
INVESTIGATION 
 
Investigation Overview 
 
This investigation was predicated on information alleging that Commissioner Martin failed to report 
expenditures for an election watch party held on election night, November 3, 2020, at a venue called the 
Grand Palace Ballroom in North Lauderdale, as evidenced by a flyer advertising the party.  The allegation 
further questioned whether Commissioner Martin paid cash for the party.  The OIG’s investigation 
substantiated that the candidate and treasurer deposited and withdrew cash from the campaign depository in 
a manner that was inconsistent with Florida law.1  We also determined that the candidate and treasurer 
committed numerous crimes in their knowing and willful violations of other Florida campaign finance laws. 
 
The investigation involved the review of substantial documentation including, but not limited to, the 
candidate’s pre-qualifying and qualifying documents for the November 2020 election; CTRs and amended 
CTRs that the candidate and treasurer filed with the qualifying official, the municipal clerk; bank records of 
the campaign depository, SunTrust Bank; and account records from third-party payment processor Anedot 
and peer-to-peer payment platform Cash App. 
 
Commissioner Martin, who is under a legal obligation to fully cooperate with investigations conducted by 
the OIG,2 did not produce any campaign treasury accounts or records upon request and did not accept the 
OIG’s offer to interview.  Ms. Similien was duly served with an OIG subpoena for campaign treasury 
accounts,3 did not answer the subpoena, and did not accept the OIG’s offer to interview.

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Florida Law on the Use of Cash for Campaign Financing 
 
The legislature has written Florida’s campaign finance laws in a way that strictly limits the use of cash in 
election campaigns.   
 
During a candidate’s campaign to be elected to office in Florida, the campaign’s treasurer is to record and 
report the campaign’s contributions and expenditures on CTRs.  The Florida Division of Elections has 
promulgated four types of CTR Summaries:  Monthly Reports, Primary Reports, General Election Reports, 
and Termination Reports.  Each type of CTR is filed in a different phase of an election campaign (pre-
qualifying, between the qualifying deadline and the primary date, after the primary date up to the general 
election date, and after the candidate is no longer a candidate).  Each CTR has a different filing deadline and 
covers a specific time period as set forth in the instructions for CTRs and published by the qualifying 
official.  As further described below, following Florida’s campaign finance law requires (1) all of a 
candidate’s monetary contributions and expenditures to be run through the campaign depository and (2) the 
resulting banking activity of the campaign depository to be reflected as monetary contributions and 
expenditures on the CTRs. 
 
The general rule of campaign financing is that all contributions and expenditures must be made through the 
campaign treasurer.4   
 
The definition of “contribution” includes a gift, conveyance, deposit, loan, payment, or distribution of 
money or anything of value—including in-kind contributions—made for the purpose of influencing the 
outcome of an election.5  Cash contributions are limited to a total of $50.00 per contributor per election.6   
 
Thus, the definition of contribution includes any deposit made for the purpose of influencing the outcome of 
an election.7  All deposits into the campaign depository must be accompanied by a deposit slip that lists the 
name of each contributor and the amount of his or her contribution.8  Where a third party payment 
processor, such as Cash App, is used in a legally permissible manner, the treasurer will maintain a list of 
each contributor and the contribution amount that the third party provides to the campaign.  This will satisfy 
the legislative intent to ensure that deposits into a campaign depository are identifiable and traceable.9 
 
For the applicable reporting period, the corresponding CTR must report each contributor’s full name, 
address, and occupation or business type, as well as the amount and date for each contribution, including 
any loans.10  It must also include each contribution, rebate, refund, or other receipt not otherwise reported on 
a CTR or explanatory document filed with the qualifying official.11

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For the applicable reporting period, the corresponding CTR must also report the full name and address of 
each person to whom an expenditure was made by or on behalf of the candidate along with the amount, 
date, and purpose of the expenditure.12  Except for individual petty cash expenses, it must also include each 
expenditure for personal services, salary, or reimbursement for authorized expenses not otherwise reported; 
the treasurer must maintain receipts for the reimbursement of authorized expenditures.13 
 
The definition of “expenditure” includes a purchase, payment, advance, gift, or anything of value made for 
the purpose of influencing the outcome of an election.14  Except for petty cash funds as described below, 
cash from the campaign depository may not be used to make expenditures, as the treasurer must make all 
expenditures from the campaign depository only by means of a bank check drawn upon the campaign 
depository.  The checks must list:  (1) the exact, authorized purpose for the expenditure and (2) the name of 
the payee.15  The use of a debit card is permitted in lieu of a bank check, so long as certain information is 
captured on the debit card receipt and the treasurer maintains that receipt.16 
 
Even though all expenditures must be made through the campaign treasurer,17 the treasurer may make 
reimbursements of expenditures—including cash expenditures—by check drawn on the campaign 
depository and made payable to the individual who incurred the expense, which check must list the payee’s 
full name and purpose for the payment, so long as the reimbursements are reported as required.18  And the 
campaign may make indirect expenditures through the treasurer for goods or services that include “multiple 
integral components”—such as payment to a consulting firm that paid cash to others to provide campaign 
signs, campaign promotional materials, and campaign workers, so long as the payments are reported as 
required.19  Even in these two situations where indirect payments are made in cash, the treasurer must cover 
the expense by means of a bank check or debit card and report the expenditure. 
 
An exception to the requirement that all expenditures be made by bank check or debit card exists for petty 
cash expenditures.  Each calendar quarter until the last day of the election qualifying period,20 a treasurer is 
permitted to withdraw $500.00 from the campaign depository to fund petty cash expenses for the candidate.  
After the end of the qualifying period and until the candidate is eliminated, is elected, or becomes 
unopposed, a treasurer for a candidate on other than a statewide basis may withdraw up to $100.00 per week 
for the petty cash fund.  The expenses paid for from this fund must be less than $100.00 and must be for 
“office supplies, transportation expenses, and other necessities” and not for “the purchase of time, space, or 
services from communications media. . .  .”21  CTRs must report the total amount withdrawn and the total

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amount spent for petty cash purposes during the applicable reporting period,22 and the treasurer must 
maintain receipts for the reimbursement of authorized expenditures.23 
 
Qualifying Official’s Records, Including CTRs 
 
On May 29, 2020, candidate Martin filed with the municipal clerk for the city, the qualifying official 
for the election, a Form DS-DE 9 Appointment of Campaign Treasurer and Designation of Campaign 
Depository for Candidates for North Lauderdale City Commissioner, District C, in the November 3, 
2020, election.  (Exhibit 2)  By way of this form, she appointed Ms. Similien as the deputy campaign 
treasurer and designated SunTrust Bank as her campaign's depository.  At no time did the candidate 
file with the qualifying official a DS-DE 9 appointing any treasurer or deputy treasurer for the 
campaign other than Ms. Similien. 

 
On June 3, 2020, the candidate filed with the qualifying official a Form DS-DE 84 Statement of 
Candidate form affirming that she was provided access to read and understood the requirements of 
Chapter 106, Florida Statutes.  (Exhibit 3) 
 
On June 8, 2020, the candidate issued two checks to the City of North Lauderdale; one was a $972.52 
check for the qualifying fee, and the other was a $200.00 check for the campaign sign bond.24  
(Exhibit 4)  The candidate also signed a form titled, “Campaign Sign Bond,” which instructed that “the 
bond will be returned upon request and the removal of all signs, within 7 days, after the election, or the 
bond is forfeited.”25, 26  (Exhibit 6) 
 
Also contained within the municipal clerk’s file was an undated checklist with the initials of the 
candidate and clerk next to the names of the aforementioned documents and the phrase, “Candidate 
Received F.S. Chapter 99; Chapter 100; Chapter 105 and Chapter 106.”  (Exhibit 1, p. 4)  These 
chapters within the Florida Statutes are titled, respectively, “Candidates”; “General, Primary, Special, 
Bond, and Referendum Elections”; “Nonpartisan Elections”; and “Campaign Financing,” the legal 
authority upon which this report relies. 
 
The clerk provided copies of 17 original and amended CTRs that the candidate and treasurer signed 
and certified as true, correct, and complete and filed between June 8, 2020, and January 20, 2022, as 
listed below:

As reflected in OIG Table 1, the final amended Termination Report (TR) CTR (Exhibit 23) reported there 
was a total of $49,666.24 in monetary contributions as of February 1, 2021, but our calculations showed that 
the itemized contributions as reported in all CTRs totaled $48,666.04.  The final amended TR CTR also 
reported there were a total of $49,666.24 in expenditures for the campaign, while our calculations showed 
that the itemized expenditures as reported in all CTRs totaled $49,769.01. 
 
Bank Records 
 
Truist Financial provided the signature card, bank statements, checks, and items of deposit for the 
SunTrust bank account number ending in 4401 (campaign depository), which was in the name of 
“REGINA MARTIN Campaign Account.”  Ms. Similien opened the account and signed the signature 
card on May 29, 2020.  (Exhibit 25)  The signature card appointed just one signer on the account, Ms. 
Similien.

Bank records established that the campaign deposited cash nine times, for a total of $28,850.00, and 
deposited 15 contribution checks and one refund check that totaled another $12,200.00.  (Exhibit 26)  
They also showed 15 transfers from third-party payment processor Anedot that totaled $5,822.70, nine 
transfers from the payment platform Cash App that totaled $2,452.67, and one bank “dispute credit” 
for $10.00.  (Exhibit 27) 

 
Contrary to the $49,666.24 that the candidate and treasurer reported on the CTR summaries as the total 
cumulative contributions and contrary to the $48,666.04 in contributions that the CTRs actually added 
up to, the deposits into the campaign depository totaled $49,335.37. 

 
Check copies and bank statements established that the candidate or treasurer issued a total of three 
checks, all counter checks,28 totaling $7,672.52.  (Exhibit 28, pp. 1-3; Exhibits 29,29 30)  There were 
six over-the-counter or ATM cash withdrawals from the campaign depository totaling $21,092.59.30  
(Exhibit 28, pp. 4-7; Exhibits 31, 32, 33)  SunTrust issued a debit card to the campaign,31 which was 
used to make 25 point-of-sale transactions totaling $1,963.92 and 42 check card transactions totaling 
$18,571.74.  There was also an electronic or ACH debit of $33.60, and a bank fee of $1.00.   

 
Contrary to the $49,666.24 in expenditures that the candidate and treasurer reported on CTRs and 
contrary to the $49,769.01 in expenditures that the CTRs actually added up to, checks, withdrawals, 
and debits from the campaign depository totaled $49,335.37. 
 
The account was closed on January 29, 2021. 
 
Third Party Payment Records 
 
The Division of Elections has opined on the use of third parties to accept contributions to political 
campaigns.  It has emphasized that a payment processor linked on a campaign website is permitted32 but 
that a third party that collects contributions on a website or webpages not completely controlled by the 
candidate, deducts a transaction fee, and then transfers the contribution to the applicable candidate requires 
compliance with the law regarding independent committees and independent expenditures.  DE Opinions 
08-07 (June 12, 2008); 08-03 (March 24, 2008); 12-12 (October 8, 2012); 16-07 (June 16, 2016).

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Anedot is a third party payment processor designed for churches, schools, political campaigns, and other 
nonprofit organizations to receive online gifts and donations via payments by credit card, debit card, ACH, 
bank draft, Apple Pay, and PayPal.33  Its standard processing fees per transaction are 4.0 percent plus 
$0.30.34, 35  Upon observing Anedot as a source of payments into the campaign depository, the OIG 
obtained records from Anedot related to the Regina Martin campaign.  Anedot’s records confirmed that it 
transferred payments that contributors made to its Dr. Regina Martin Campaign account to the campaign 
depository (Exhibit 34) and confirmed the account’s users were Guylaine Similien and Regina Martin 
(Exhibit 35).  The records identified the contributors, the dates of their contributions, the dates the campaign 
realized the contributions, the amounts of contributions, and the URLs that referred contributions to this 
Anedot account as electreginamartin.com and m.facebook.com.  (Exhibit 3636) 
 
The OIG determined that 54 contributors made 61 contributions totaling $6,068.80 that Anedot processed 
for its Dr. Regina Martin Campaign account between June 10, 2020, and October 20, 2020.37  As reflected 
in SunTrust’s records, the campaign realized these contributions through transfers from its Anedot account 
to the campaign depository on 15 occasions between June 12, 2020, and October 22, 2020. 
 
Cash App is a peer-to-peer platform for sending and receiving money via mobile devices.  It is owned by 
the company Block, Inc., which succeeded Square, Inc.  A Cash App user can link his or her bank account, 
store money in Cash App, send and receive money to other Cash App users, and transfer money to their 
linked bank account.38  Based on Cash App records the OIG reviewed as described below, we concluded 
that Cash App deducted a 1.5 percent fee on each transfer to the campaign depository account. 
Upon observing Cash App as a source of payments into the campaign depository, the OIG obtained records 
from Cash App related to Regina Martin’s campaign.  The OIG issued subpoenas to Block, Inc. for Square, 
Inc.; Square Capital, LLC; and Cash App account records for the 2020 campaign to elect Regina Martin

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commissioner of the City of North Lauderdale, Florida.  Block informed the OIG that it had no records for 
an account under that name.   
 
We then successfully sought records from Cash App for accounts of Regina Martin, Guylaine Similien, and 
those used to transfer money to the campaign depository.  Cash App’s records identified contributors whose 
payments to Cash App were reported on CTRs filed in Commissioner Martin’s campaign.  The 
contributors’ payments were made into a Cash App account in the name of Regina Martin.  The records 
established that Regina Martin created the account on June 3, 2020, and that its transactions ended on 
February 25, 2021.  (Exhibit 3739)  We concluded that the Cash App account from which funds were 
transferred into the campaign depository was in a name other than the campaign to elect Regina Martin, 
contrary to the legal requirement that all contributions be made to the campaign through the campaign 
treasurer. 
 
As more fully described below, the OIG determined that 28 individuals made 38 contributions through Cash 
App totaling $3,459.04 that the campaign reported on CTRs.  (OIG Appendix A)40  We also determined 
that at least 10 individuals made at least 11 contributions through Cash App totaling another at least 
$1,105.40 that the campaign did not report on CTRs.  (OIG Table 9)  Cash App reported that it received 
these monies into its Regina Martin account between June 11, 2020, and October 9, 2020, but only 
transferred $2,490.02 to SunTrust, the campaign depository, between June 30, 2020 and October 15, 2020.  
SunTrust’s records reflect that the campaign realized $2,452.67 of these contributions on nine occasions 
between June 30, 2020, and October 15, 2020.41  As described below, Cash App records also showed that 
candidate Martin transferred $2,998.80 out of the Cash App account to an account other than the campaign 
depository.

Source,” and “Client”; populated sections labeled, “Attempted Transactions” and “Devices”; and an unpopulated section 
labeled, “Attempted Bitcoin Transactions.”  For ease of reference, the OIG omitted the aforementioned populated columns, 
populated sections, and unpopulated section from Exhibit 37. 
40 Due to the campaign’s overreporting of certain Cash App contributions, there is a $475.00 difference between the 
$3,459.04 in actual Cash App campaign contributions and the $3,934.04 in Cash App contributions that the campaign 
reported on CTRs.  Of the $475.00 difference, $400.00 is attributed to the campaign’s reporting of Martha Sherill’s June 
11, 2020, $200.00 contribution as $600.00.  (Exhibit 8, p. 5; Exhibit 37)  Another $25.00 difference is attributed to the 
reporting of Kentrella Carter’s August 7, 2020, $50.00 contribution as $75.00.  (Exhibit 14, p. 2; Exhibit 37)  The 
remaining $50.00 is attributed to the reporting of Catrina Owens’s August 20, 2020, $25.00 contribution as 
$75.00.  (Exhibit 14, p. 4; Exhibit 37)  See discussion below under 7. Willfully Certifying as True Reports Known to be 
Incorrect, Incomplete, or Both, B. Overreporting Contribution Amounts and OIG Table 10. 
41 As reported below, the OIG attributed the $37.35 difference between the amount Cash App sent to the campaign 
depository ($2,490.02) and the amount the campaign depository received from Cash App ($2,452.67) to the 1.5% fee that 
Cash App charged.  See OIG Table 13. 
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OIG Analysis of Bank Records and CTRs 
 
The OIG’s analysis of CTR details against the bank records for the campaign depository, records from 
Anedot, and records from Cash App uncovered numerous campaign finance violations, including the 
following: 
 

1.  Accepting Excessive Cash Contributions 
 

The campaign deposited a total of $49,335.37 into the campaign depository between May 29, 2020, 
and January 29, 2021, the time the account was open.  We observed that non-cash items of deposit 
such as checks deposited during that time totaled just $12,200.00.  (Exhibit 26)  Credit transfers 
from Anedot into the campaign depository totaled $5,822.70, and transfers from Cash App totaled 
$2,452.67.  There was one $10.00 dispute bank credit.  Taken together, these credits totaled 
$20,485.37.  (Exhibit 27) 
 
The bank statements and deposit slips established that the remainder of the deposits was made in 
nine deposits of cash totaling $28,850.00, as follows:

The OIG calculated that all the CTRs’ individual reported contributions totaled $48,666.04.  As 
noted above, check contributions and Anedot and Cash App transfers to the campaign depository 
totaled $20,475.37.  Although cash deposits to the campaign depository totaled $28,850.00, the 
CTRs only reported $100.00 in cash contributions. 
 
Thus, the OIG concluded that the campaign accepted excessive cash contributions and misreported 
them on the CTRs.  
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The CTRs reported 131 contributions from donors during the life of the campaign.  The OIG 
compared each of these reported contributions with each actual contribution made by bank check 
or its legal equivalent—Anedot or Cash App—and determined that there were 18 reported 
contributions totaling $26,405.20 that were not made by one of those methods.42  (OIG Appendix 
A)  Because the only remaining method of contribution was cash, and because the campaign 
depository records showed $28,850.00 in cash deposits, the OIG determined that these 18 
contributions must have been made by cash.43, 44 
 
The OIG determined that, taking the amounts the CTRs reported for these 18 contributions at face 
value, 14 contributions totaling $26,230.20 exceeded the $50.00 statutory limit for cash 
contributions, as follows:

44 As discussed below and reflected in OIG Table 10, the campaign also overreported Anedot and Cash App contributions 
on eight occasions, resulting in a $743.00 difference between what the Anedot and Cash App records showed for total 
contributions and the amounts reported on the CTRs as summarized in OIG Appendix A.  For those individuals on those 
eight occasions, we did not presume that the difference was contributed in cash. 
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The candidate made a $20,000.00 cash loan on May 29, 2020, the opening deposit for the 
campaign depository.  (Exhibit 26, pp. 1-2; Exhibit 38)  Loans are contributions.45  Making or 
accepting a cash contribution in excess of $5,000.00 is a third-degree felony.46  The remaining 13 
contributions listed in OIG Table 3, which the OIG concluded were cash contributions exceeding 
$50.00, each constituted a misdemeanor of the first degree.47 
 
2.  Expenditures and Disposition of Surplus Campaign Funds Not Made Through the Campaign 
Treasurer and Campaign Depository 

 
A total of $49,335.37 was deposited or credited to the campaign depository during the life of the 
account. 
 
The candidate and treasurer issued just three checks,48 as follows:

(Exhibit 28, pp. 1-3)  The campaign depository also paid for 25 point-of-sale transactions totaling 
$1,963.92 (Exhibits 30, 31, 32, 39, 40, 41), 42 check card transactions totaling $18,571.74 (Exhibits 30,  
31, 32, 39, 40), an electronic or ACH debit of $33.60 (Exhibit 40), a bank fee of $1.00 (Exhibit 31), and 
a closing debit of $0.59 (Exhibit 33).  Including the three checks the candidate and treasurer issued, 
these items totaled $28,243.37. 
 
The OIG calculated that the remainder of the funds withdrawn from the campaign depository were 
through six cash withdrawals totaling $21,092.59, as follows:

(Exhibit 28, pp. 4-7; Exhibits 31, 32, 33)   The sole pre-election cash withdrawal was an over-the-
counter transaction on October 5, 2020, for $488.00.  (Exhibit 28, p. 4; Exhibit 31)  There were no 
petty cash withdrawn (PCW) entries on the G6 CTRs.50  (Exhibits 17, 18)  Nor did the candidate or 
treasurer report any petty cash spent (PCS) on any CTRs filed in the campaign.   
 
We concluded that at least $480.00 of this cash was unlawfully used to make a reported expenditure.  
“Michael Garcia, P.A.” was handwritten on the reverse of the withdrawal ticket that was used to 
make the October 5, 2020, over-the-counter withdrawal of $488.00.  (Exhibit 28, p. 4)  The G6 
CTR, at sequence number 4, reported a $480.00 expenditure on October 6, 2020, to The Hispanic 
Vote PAC.  (Exhibit 17)  Florida Division of Corporation records show that Michael Garcia of Fort 
Lauderdale was the chairperson, treasurer, and registered agent for the political committee Hispanic 
Vote of Broward County.51  On January 20, 2022, the candidate and treasurer filed an amended G6 
that changed the name of the payee on sequence number 4 to Michael Garcia, P.A.  (Exhibit 18)  
This cash expenditure violated the requirement that all expenditures, including distributions, be 
directly or indirectly made by bank check through the duly appointed campaign treasurer.52 
 
The campaign made five unlawful, post-election cash withdrawals from the campaign depository. 

 
The first was an ATM withdrawal on November 6, 2020, for $700.00.  (Exhibit 32)  The original 
TR CTR, at sequence number 13, reported an expenditure to “Cash Withdrawl” on November 6, 
2020, in the amount of $700.00, with an expenditure type of PCW or petty cash withdrawn.  
(Exhibit 21, p. 4; Exhibit 42, p. 2)  The amended TR CTR of April 13, 2021, amended sequence 
number 13 to be an expenditure to “Visionary Events & Design” in place of “Cash Withdrawl.”53  
(Exhibit 23, p. 2)  By law, this cash withdrawal was not a petty cash withdrawal, as it violated the 
requirement to limit post-qualifying period but pre-election petty cash withdrawals in non-statewide 
races to $100.00 per week.  In addition, the law does not allow post-election petty cash

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withdrawals.54  As stated above, the candidate and treasurer did not report any PCS or petty cash 
spent in any CTRs filed in the campaign.  In any event, this would also have violated the $100.00 
spending limit for any one petty cash expense.55  If it was erroneously reported as a petty cash 
expenditure, then it violated the requirement that all expenditures be directly or indirectly made by 
bank check through the duly appointed treasurer.56 
 
The second post-election cash withdrawal was an ATM withdrawal on November 20, 2020, for 
$300.00.  (Exhibit 32)  The original TR CTR, at sequence number 19, reported expenditure 
sequence number 19 as an expenditure type of MON or monetary expenditure to “Cash Withdrawl” 
on November 20, 2020, in the amount of $300.00.57  The candidate and treasurer reported the 
purpose of the expenditure as “Campaign Expense.”  (Exhibit 21, p. 5)  The November 20, 2020, 
$300.00 cash withdrawal violated the requirement that all expenditures, including distributions, be 
directly or indirectly made by bank check through the duly appointed campaign treasurer.58  
Alternatively, if it was an incorrectly reported petty cash withdrawal or expense, it violated the 
$100.00 limit.59 
 
There was a third post-election cash withdrawal, an over-the-counter withdrawal signed for by the 
treasurer on November 30, 2020, for $18,016.00.  (Exhibit 28, p. 5; Exhibit 32)  The original TR 
CTR, at sequence number 24, reported an expenditure to “Withdrawl Regina Martin” on November 
30, 2020, in the amount of $18,016.00.60  The purpose for the expenditure was reported as “Loan 
Reimbursement.”  The expenditure type was reported as “REM,” a code that does not exist for 
campaign expenditures.  (Exhibit 21, p. 5; Exhibit 42, p. 2)  The OIG assumed this was a return of 
the candidate’s loan; however, as this was an expenditure or disposition of surplus campaign funds, 
the law required the treasurer to pay it by bank check.  Instead, on a withdrawal ticket, the bank paid 
$18,016.00 in cash to “Guylaine Similien,” as shown below in OIG Figure 1.

The November 30, 2020, $18,016.00 cash withdrawal violated the requirement that all expenditures, 
including distributions, be directly or indirectly made by bank check through the duly appointed 
campaign treasurer.61   
 
The fourth post-election cash withdrawal was another over-the-counter withdrawal signed for by the 
treasurer on January 27, 2021, for $1,588.00.  (Exhibit 28, p. 6; Exhibit 33)  The original TR CTR, 
at sequence number 26 (Exhibit 21), reported an expenditure to “Withdrawl” on January 27, 2021, 
in the amount of $1,309.00.62  Again, the purpose was reported as “Loan Reimbursement” and the 
expenditure type was reported as “REM,” which does not exist.  (Exhibit 21, p. 6; Exhibit 42, p. 2)  
As this was an expenditure or disposition of campaign surplus funds, it was required to be paid 
through the treasurer by bank check.  Instead, on a withdrawal ticket, the bank paid $1,588.00 in 
cash to “Guylaine Similien,” as shown below in OIG Figure 2.

The January 27, 2021, $1,588.00 cash withdrawal violated the requirement that all expenditures, 
including distributions, be directly or indirectly made by bank check through the duly appointed 
campaign treasurer.63 
 
The final cash withdrawal was a reported closing debit on January 29, 2021, for $0.59, which closed 
the campaign depository account.  (Exhibit 28, p. 7; Exhibit 33)  Although de minimis, this cash 
withdrawal was also unlawful. 
 

3.  Contributions Not Made Through the Campaign Treasurer and Campaign Depository 
 

We obtained records from Cash App for the account that was used to transfer money to the campaign 
depository.  Cash App’s records identified contributors whose payments to Cash App were reported on 
CTRs filed in Commissioner Martin’s campaign.  The contributors’ payments were made into a Cash 
App account in the name of Regina Martin, contrary to the legal requirement that all contributions be 
made to the campaign through the campaign treasurer.64  The records established that the Cash App 
account in the name of Regina Martin was created on June 3, 2020, and that its transactions ended on 
February 25, 2021. 
 
The OIG determined that the candidate used her personal Cash App account to collect payments from 
others65 between June 3, 2020, and February 25, 2021.  The candidate and treasurer did not report all of 
these as contributions for her 2020 campaign to be elected commissioner, as shown below:

As reflected in OIG Table 6, Cash App records showed that the Regina Martin account received a total 
of $5,441.02 from others between June 11, 2020, and February 25, 2021, but reported just $3,934.04 of 
those payments as contributions.   
 
The candidate’s use of the Cash App account in this campaign illustrates the mischief that can ensue 
when a campaign fails to use the campaign treasurer and campaign depository as the sole means to 
collect and expend campaign funds.  Based on the records we reviewed, there can be no doubt that the 
candidate collected more Cash App funds for her campaign than she reported.  After all, we calculated 
that the candidate and treasurer reported even more than the campaign depository received, as the 
campaign depository only received $2,452.67 (based on $2,490.02 collected before fees), while the 
CTRs reported $3,934.04 in contributions from individuals who paid the candidate by Cash App. 
 
Finally, we noted that on June 17, 2020, the candidate transferred $2,998.80 out of the Cash App 
account to an account other than the campaign account.  If Cash App had imposed a 1.5 percent fee on 
that transfer, the amount realized by the unknown account would have been $2,953.82, the approximate 
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difference between what the Regina Martin Cash App account collected from others ($5,441.02) and the 
amount that Cash App transferred to the campaign depository ($2,490.02), or $2,951.00. 
 
These contributions were received in violation of the requirement that all contributions be made and 
received through the duly appointed campaign treasurer.67 
 
4.  Making a Contribution Through or in the Name of Another 

 
The campaign received the following contribution check, check number 1385 on the account of 
KIM DANIELS, POD68 FAITH JOY VON SMITH RESOURCE, which the treasurer endorsed 
and deposited into the campaign depository on October 15, 2020:

The candidate and treasurer reported this contribution on the G6 CTR, at sequence number 3, as a 
contribution from business contributor “Figgers Communications,” the name inserted on the memo line 
of check 1385, with an address of 3697 NW 19th Street, Lauderdale Lakes, FL 33311, as follows:

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Florida Division of Corporation online records show that Figgers Communications Inc., whose sole 
registered agent, officer, and director was Freddie Figgers of Quincy, Florida, was voluntarily dissolved 
on September 20, 2019.69  Neither the listed principal address, mailing address, nor registered agent 
address matched the Lauderdale Lakes address that the G6 CTR reported for the contributor.70 
 
Within the Cash App transactions, we also noted two payments from One Church Miami to Regina 
Martin dated June 12, 2020, and August 7, 2020, for $202.00 and $200.00, respectively.

The candidate and treasurer did not include One Church Miami contributions on any CTRs.  However, 
the CTRs showed donations from City United in the same months for the same amounts.  There were no 
City United contributions made by bank check, Anedot, or Cash App.  Nonetheless, the candidate and 
treasurer did report these contributions as from City United.

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These violated the prohibition against making two or more contributions or accepting two or more 
contributions made through or in the name of another, directly or indirectly, a third-degree felony.71 
 
5.  Accepting a Contribution Received Less Than Five Days Before the Election 
 
On the G7 CTR filed on October 30, 2020, the candidate and treasurer reported the receipt of a 
contribution on October 29, 2020, from NHAEON Progressive Political Action Committee in the 
amount of $1,000.00.  (Exhibit 19)  The amended TR CTR filed on February 1, 2021, did not change 
this entry.  (Exhibit 22)  But, on the amended TR CTR filed on April 13, 2021, the candidate and 
treasurer amended this entry and reported the check as received on October 30, 2020.  (Exhibit 23)  
October 30, 2020, was four days prior to the November 3, 2020, election. 
 
The treasurer deposited a check for $1,000.00, drawn on the account of NHAEON PROGRESSIVE 
POLITICAL ACTION COMMITTEE, dated October 29, 2020, into the campaign depository on 
November 10, 2020. (Exhibit 26, pp. 40-41)  There was no evidence that the campaign returned the 
contribution. 
 
Receiving the check on October 30, 2020, without returning it and by using or expending its funds 
violated the prohibition against knowingly and willfully failing to return a contribution received less 
than five days prior to the day of the election, a first-degree misdemeanor.72 
 
6.  Omitting Contributor Names and Contribution Amounts From Deposit Slips 
 
The treasurer failed to list contributor names and contribution amounts on all 17 deposit slips 
accompanying the deposits into the campaign depository, as follows:

(Exhibit 26)  This hindered the OIG’s ability to ascertain whose contributions constituted the cash 
deposits and violated the requirement that all deposits be accompanied by a bank deposit slip 
containing the name of each contributor and the amount contributed by each.74 

7. Willfully Certifying as True Reports Known to be Incorrect, Incomplete, or Both

The candidate and treasurer signed and certified as true, correct, and complete all CTRs filed for the 
2020 Regina Martin campaign.  However, the OIG’s review found there was misreporting or omissions 
in 13 of the 17 original and amended CTRs.75  These false reports and omissions violated the 
prohibition against falsely reporting or deliberately failing to include any information required by 
Chapter 106, Florida Statutes. 

The candidate and his or her campaign treasurer, in the case of a candidate . . . shall 
certify as to the correctness of each report; and each person so certifying shall bear

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the responsibility for the accuracy and veracity of each report. Any campaign 
treasurer, candidate, or political committee chair who willfully certifies the 
correctness of any report while knowing that such report is incorrect, false, or 
incomplete commits a misdemeanor of the first degree, punishable as provided in 
s. 775.082 or s. 775.083.76

Among the false reporting and deliberate omissions were the following: 

A. Failing to Report Cash Contributions and Falsely Reporting Check Contributions

The OIG compared each of the 131 reported contributions that donors made during the life of the 
campaign with each contribution by bank check or via Anedot or Cash App and determined that 
there were 17 reported contributions totaling $6,405.20 that were not made by one of those methods 
and not reported as a loan77 or cash contribution.  (OIG Appendix A)  The OIG determined that the 
candidate and treasurer reported that the campaign received the following contributions as made by 
check when they were not made by check, Anedot, or Cash App78:

Considering the totality of circumstances presented, including the large amount of cash deposited 
into the campaign depository and the candidate and treasurer’s failure to provide statements or 
records to explain the differences between what was reported and what documents showed, the OIG 
concluded that the candidate and treasurer deliberately misreported these contributions as check 
contributions (CHE). 

As reported above in the section titled, “3. Contributions Not Made Through the Campaign 
Treasurer and Campaign Depository,” Cash App records showed that the Regina Martin account 
received a total of $5,441.02 from others between June 11, 2020, and February 25, 2021 (OIG Table 
6), but reported just $3,934.04 of those payments as contributions.  This meant that unreported 
money from others that went into the Regina Martin Cash App account totaled $1,506.98.  Of the 
$1,506.98 in Cash App income that was not reported, $1,105.40 directly referenced “campaign” in 
the subject line, as follows:

There were other unreported payments that individuals paid to the Regina Martin Cash App 
account, some of which referred to “donation,” and some of the payments that were reported did not 
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include the word “campaign.”  Nonetheless, the OIG only included in OIG Table 9 those unreported 
payments that referenced the campaign, as it is clear that such payments were intended to influence 
the results of the election and thus constituted campaign contributions.79 Based upon the totality of 
the circumstances presented, including that the candidate and treasurer omitted reporting 
contributions at least 11 times and that the candidate transferred $2,998.80 out of the Cash App 
account to some account other than the campaign depository, the OIG concluded that the candidate 
and treasurer deliberately omitted reporting the contributions listed in OIG Table 9. 

B. Overreporting Contribution Amounts

When the OIG compared CTRs to Anedot and Cash App records, we found that, for those Anedot 
and Cash App contributions the candidate and treasurer reported, they either correctly reported or 
overreported the amounts.  The following eight Anedot and Cash App contributions were 
overreported:

The amounts these contributors actually gave the campaign on these occasions totaled $665.40; 
thus, the candidate and treasurer overreported their contributions by $743.00.  Considering totality 
of circumstances presented, including the large amount of cash deposited into the campaign 
depository and the candidate and treasurer’s failure to provide statements or records to explain the 
differences between what was reported and what documents showed, the OIG concluded that the 
candidate and treasurer deliberately overreported these contributions.

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C.  Underreporting a Withdrawal 
 
The candidate and treasurer underreported the over-the-counter withdrawal that the treasurer made 
on January 27, 2021.  Bank records showed that there was $1,588.59 remaining in the campaign 
depository as of December 29, 2020, and the treasurer made an over-the-counter withdrawal of 
$1,588.00 on January 27, 2021.  (Exhibit 28, p. 6; Exhibits 33, 41)

She withdrew the remaining $0.59 two days later, on January 29, 2021, when she closed the 
account.  (Exhibit 28, p. 7; Exhibit 33) 
 
However, the candidate and treasurer reported a loan reimbursement to “Withdrawl” on January 27, 
2021, in the amount of $1,309.00.  (Exhibit 21, p. 6)

Based on the totality of circumstances presented, including that the underreporting of this 
expenditure or disposition of surplus campaign funds allowed the candidate and treasurer to balance 
the CTR contribution and expenditure summary totals on the final CTR, we concluded that they 
deliberately underreported it.80 

 
80 The CTR Summary Form, which is the first page of each CTR filing, requires that candidates track monetary 
contributions and expenditures that should reflect what was deposited into and withdrawn from the campaign depository.  
The instructions on the form state, “(9) TOTAL Monetary Contributions to Date:  the amount of total monetary 
contributions to date.”  Candidates keep cumulative totals from the time the campaign depository is opened through the 
termination. 
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D.  Failing to List a Contributor Name and Its Principal Type of Business 
 

The candidate and treasurer left blank the contributor name on a contribution reported on the 
G7 CTR that they filed on October 30, 2020. 
 
At sequence 4, the candidate and treasurer omitted the name of the business contributor with 
the reported address of 2101 W. State Road 434 Ste 315 Longwood, FL 32779, for a $1,000.00 
contribution dated October 21, 2020.  In comparing the G7 CTR with the deposits into the 
campaign depository, the OIG determined that the contributor was in fact Waste Pro, a waste 
management company with the address of 2101 W. State Road 434, Ste 315, Longwood, FL 
32779.81  (Exhibit 19; Exhibit 26, p. 31) 
 
This violated the requirement to report the full name of each person82 who has made a 
contribution to a candidate within the reporting period, together with the amount and date of 
the contribution.83  The candidate and treasurer also failed to report Waste Pro’s principal type 
of business, instead reporting it as “Business Owner.”  For corporations, the report must 
provide “as clear a description as practicable of the principal type of business conducted by the 
corporation.”84  It does not follow that a general description such as “business owner” would 
suffice for the principal type of business that the CTRs reported.  Based on the totality of 
circumstances presented, including that the CTR omitted the contributor’s name altogether and 
that it listed the business type in a vague manner, we determined that these omissions were 
deliberate. 
 
E.  Failing to Report the Post-Election Return of a Campaign Sign Bond 
 
On June 8, 2020, the candidate signed a completed Campaign Sign Bond form that listed Regina 
Martin as a candidate for City Commissioner and Guylaine Similien as Campaign Manager.  
(Exhibit 6)  By way of this form, the candidate acknowledged that the bond would be returned upon 
request and removal of all signs within seven days following the election, or the candidate would 
forfeit the bond.  On December 3, 2020, Guylaine Similien signed a Campaign Sign Bond Return of 
Deposit form acknowledging receipt of a check in the amount of $200.00 for the return of the 
campaign sign bond received from Regina Martin.  (Exhibit 5)  City of North Lauderdale check 
number 00245353, dated November 12, 2020, in the amount of $200.00, was deposited into the 
campaign depository on December 26, 2020.  (Exhibit 26, pp. 42-43; Exhibit 41) 

 
Candidates keep 
cumulative totals from the time the campaign depository is opened through the termination report.”  (Exhibit 43)

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Neither the original TR CTR of January 29, 2021, the amended TR CTR of February 1, 2021, nor 
the amended TR CTR of April 13, 2021, reported the return of the bond.  (Exhibits 21, 22, 23)  This 
violated the requirement to report the refund and subsequent disposition.85 
 
F.  Failing to Report Expenditures 
 
The OIG observed two instances where CTRs, SunTrust, and Cash App records established the 
campaign made payments out of the campaign depository for non-fee transactions but never 
reported those expenditures, as follows:

In addition, the Division of Elections has opined that, while candidates may use third party 
payment processors under certain conditions, they must report as a contribution the entire 
amount that each contributor paid to the third party and also report as an expenditure any 
amount that the third party deducted from the contribution as a fee for using the third party’s 
services.  The date the campaign came into possession of the contribution was the date the 
contribution was received, and the fees may be aggregated for reporting purposes.86    
 
The OIG determined that the campaign received 61 contributions totaling $6,058.80 that 
Anedot processed for its Dr. Regina Martin Campaign account between June 10, 2020, and 
October 20, 2020.  In the process, it accrued fees totaling $269.00, as follows:

(Exhibit 36)  While the candidate and treasurer reported each of these contributions on CTRs, 
they failed to report all the fees that Anedot deducted.  They should have reported but did not 
report the fees as expenditures on the original or amended M6, M7, M8, G4, and G7 CTRs.  
(Exhibits 8, 12, 14, 16, 19, 36)  For example, Anedot withheld $12.30 from a contribution from 
Leslie Mitchell on June 11, 2020, in the amount of $300.00.  Anedot credited $287.70 for Ms. 
Mitchell’s contribution, but the candidate and treasurer reported the full amount of the 
contribution of $300.00 without reporting the $12.30 fee expenditure to Anedot.  (Exhibits 8, 
36) 
 
The only Anedot fees the candidate and treasurer reported as expenditures were on the M6 
CTR, at sequence number 1, on June 12, 2020, in the amount of $79.15 (Exhibit 8),88 and on 
the G4 CTR, at sequence number 4, on September 30, 2020, in the amount of $107.88 (Exhibit 
16).  Thus, the candidate and treasurer omitted reporting $77.67 in expenditures to Anedot for 
fees paid.

In comparing the aggregated payments transferred from the Regina Martin Cash App account 
to the campaign depository, the OIG observed a difference between the amount transferred out 
of Cash App and the amount transferred into the campaign depository, as follows:

(Exhibits 29, 30, 31, 37, 39, 40)  The difference between the amount that Cash App records 
showed left the account and the amount that the bank showed coming in from Cash App was a 
total of $37.35 or 1.5 percent per transaction.  The only Cash App fees the candidate and 
treasurer reported as expenditures were on the M6 CTR, at sequence number 5, on June 30, 
2020, in the amount of $2.17 (Exhibit 8) and on the M8 CTR, at sequence number 4, on 
August 20, 2020, in the amount of $3.75 (Exhibit 14).  Thus, the candidate and treasurer 
omitted reporting $31.43 in expenditures to Cash App for fees paid. 
 
These omissions violated the requirement to report each expenditure that the campaign made.89

(Exhibits 8, 10, 11, 14, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, 21, 22, 23)  The law requires the candidate and 
treasurer to report each expenditure and to list the “purpose of each such expenditure.”  It does 
not follow that a general description such as “campaign expense” would suffice for 
expenditures that the CTRs reported.101  Based on the totality of circumstances presented, 
including that the candidate and treasurer listed expenditure purposes correctly at other times in 
the campaign, failed to list the purpose for expenditures as late as December 2, 2020, and 
amended the TR CTR to include an expenditure purpose when they had listed it as “campaign 
expense” on the original CTR (Exhibits 21, 23), the OIG determined that the candidate and 
treasurer deliberately omitted the actual purpose for these expenditures.

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Failure to Produce Campaign Records and Declinations to Interview 
 
The OIG sought from the commissioner and her treasurer records that included the following 
campaign treasury records: 
 

• Check registers; 
• Contracts and agreements for goods and services; 
• Receipts and invoices for campaign expenditures and vendor payments; 
• Notes, working papers, and other documentation from campaign accounts; and 
• Personal credit cards or debit cards documentation to include statements and payments used to 

contribute or pay for campaign expenses. 
 
As an elected official of a municipality within Broward County, Commissioner Martin is under a legal 
obligation to fully cooperate with investigations conducted by the OIG.  Broward County Charter Sec. 
10.01B.(9).  Yet, she did not produce any campaign treasury accounts or records upon request and 
declined the OIG’s request to interview.   
 
Florida campaign finance law requires each campaign treasurer to preserve the campaign’s accounts 
for the same number of years as the length of the term for the seat the candidate sought.102  On 
December 16, 2021, the OIG duly served Ms. Similien, whom the candidate had designated the 
campaign’s sole treasurer, with a subpoena for campaign treasury records including the above.  
County Charter Sec. 10.01.B.(6).  After the OIG granted her request for an extension to produce the 
subpoenaed records, she did not produce them.  She, too, declined the OIG’s request to interview. 
 
Although the commissioner and her treasurer could have provided statements and statutorily mandated 
records to justify or explain some of the transactions reported above, they did not.  When both 
individuals chose not to interview with the OIG or to provide the statutorily mandated campaign 
records, we concluded that the records and statements they did not provide were unfavorable to them. 
 
RESPONSE TO THE PRELIMINARY REPORT 
 
In accordance with Section 10.01(D)(2)(a) of the Charter of Broward County, preliminary copies of 
this report were provided to the municipality and implicated parties for their discretionary written 
responses.  The OIG received a response from the city, in which it acknowledged receipt of the report 
but declined to provide a response to the items and matters referred to in the report.  The city’s letter is 
attached and incorporated herein as Appendix B. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The OIG investigation substantiated the original allegation that that the candidate and treasurer used cash for 
a post-election campaign expenditure.  During the investigation, we uncovered that before the election the

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campaign routinely deposited cash, and before and after the election it withdrew cash from the campaign 
depository, without correctly reporting the transactions and in violation of Florida law. 
 
Commissioner Martin’s sole treasurer and campaign manager committed misconduct with Commissioner 
Martin as they handled and reported the campaign’s finances before and after the November 3, 2020, 
election, when Commissioner Martin was elected to office.  These included the third-degree felonies of 
knowingly and willfully accepting and failing to report an excessive cash contribution and helping to make 
and accepting contributions made through or in the names of others. 
 
Commissioner Martin and her campaign treasurer also committed additional criminal misconduct when 
they accepted an excessive cash contribution—a loan from the candidate—of more than $5,000.00; 
accepted a contribution received less than five days before the election; and willfully certified as true reports 
they knew were incorrect, incomplete, or both.  The false reporting included deliberately failing to report 
cash contributions and falsely reporting cash contributions; overreporting contributions; underreporting an 
expenditure or disposition of surplus campaign funds; failing to list a corporate contributor’s name and 
principal type of business; failing to report the post-election return of a campaign sign bond; failing to report 
expenditures; and failing to identify the full name, address, or purpose of cash expenditures.  Each 
occurrence of this activity constituted a first-degree misdemeanor. 
 
In accordance with our charter mandate, considering the misconduct detailed above, we are referring or 
have referred this matter to the Broward State Attorney and the Florida Elections Commission for whatever 
action those agencies deem appropriate.
